Place: The physical and human characteristics of any location on Earth. ANIWNOUIANA

Space: A geographical point of Earth’s surface, described by longitude and latitude.

Environment: A place where different things are, such as a swampy or hot environment. It can be living (biotic) or non-
living (abiotic) things. It includes physical, chemical and other natural forces. Living things live in their environment.

Change: Any alteration to the natural or cultural environment.
Scale: The relationship between distance on the map and distance in real life.
Sustainability: The practice of using natural resources responsibly, so they can support both present and future generations.

Interconnection: The way that people and/or geographical phenomena are connected to each other through
environmental processes and human activity.
